A. Length of Stay
1.   Your stay in District 5360 will be for one academic                year commencing from the date of your arrival.  You must ensure that your stay in Canada does not exceed 1 year (365 days).  Departure before the completion of the school year requires the approval of the Youth Exchange Committee Chairperson. 
B.  Family Life
1.     You should keep a well regulated life following your host parent’s advice, especially about times of rising, bedtime and curfew.
2.     You are expected to keep your room tidy and make your own bed without the help of you host parents.
3.     You are expected to do household chores willingly when asked and clean your own clothes without the help of your host parents.
4.     When you are going/staying out, you must ask in advance for your host parent’s permission.  You must tell them where you are going, who you will be with and when you will return.
5.     Transportation arrangements and admission charges are for you to arrange and pay for.
6.     You must contact your host parents if you will be returning home later than originally planned.  
7.     You must move to your next host family when told by your host Rotary Club Counsellor.
8.     Romantic relationships are not allowed.  Group social activities are preferred.                                                                                                                                 
9.     You are not allowed to drive motorized vehicles of any kind, including motorcycles, snowmobiles, motor boats, ATV’s etc.
10.   Drinking alcoholic beverages is expressly forbidden.  If the host family offers the student an alcoholic drink, it is permissible to accept under their supervision in their home. 
11. In Alberta smoking cigarettes or other tobacco products in only legal for people older than 18 years. Those over 18 years are also discouraged from smoking.  Students are expected to abide by the host home rules that may not allow smoking. 
12. You are not allowed to use drugs, except those prescribed by a physician. 
13. You are not allowed to work in Canada for reward in cash or any other form. 
14. Telephone, e-mail, Skype and other forms of electronic communication contact with family and friends must be kept to a minimum to allow proper settling in to your new home. 
15. You must obey the laws of the country.  If you violate any law you can expect no assistance from Rotary or the government of you native country. 
C. School Life
1. You must attend school regularly unless excused for a Rotary sponsored activity. 
2. You must follow all the school rules and regulations that Canadian students observe. 
3. You must make an honest effort to succeed. 
D. Travel
1. Travel within your home area should always be done with the knowledge and approval of your host parents. 
2. Travel outside your home area but within District 5360 requires the permission of you host club and host family, in advance. 
3. You must provide the name, address and phone number of hosting parents. 
4. If you plan to travel outside the District you must apply and receive the approval of the District Youth Exchange Committee using the prescribed form at least 10 days prior to the departure date.  This includes school excursions. 
5. Travel outside of Canada i.e. Northern USA must be done only with proper travel documentation. 
6. You are the responsibility of the hosting Rotary Club and the Hosting District. Your parents or guardians cannot authorize travel arrangements not approved by Rotary.  From time to time they may be asked to provide their additional approval to significant trips at the discretion of the District Youth Exchange Committee. 
7. All expenses for travel are personal except those for Committee planned trips. 
E. Expenses
1. You are required to purchase insurance provided by District 5360 through Trent Insurance Company unless a formal exception has been provided by the District 5360 Youth Exchange Committee. 
2. You will be provided with a monthly allowance as specified on Visa Guarantee Form returned to you by this District. 
3. You are responsible for normal daily expenses such as school supplies, clothes, long distance calls, and mail and courier charges. 
F. General
1. You are required to bring $500 CDN to establish an emergency fund (bank account) to provide immediate cash for any emergencies i.e. medical expenses, as approved by your counsellor. 
2. You must certify that you have no dietary, medical or physical restriction other than those shown on your application. 
3. Attendance is mandatory for the Bragg Creek Re-entry weekend (August), the Red Deer Orientation (March) and the District Conference. 
4. There are a number of Rotary functions endorsed or organized by the District Youth Exchange Committee.  Participation in all events is strongly encouraged. 

I have read and clearly understand the Rules for Rotary Exchange Student in Rotary International District 5360 and promise to abide by them willingly as long as I stay in Canada as a Rotary Exchange Student.
